Dear Colleagues, 

 

The Federal Minister of Labour and Social Affairs, Franz Müntefering, will be 
hosting the G8 Labour and Employment Ministers Conference in Dresden from 
6 to 8 May 2007. The conference will also be attended by representatives of the 

European Commission, the International Labour Organisation (ILO), the Organisation 

for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD), the World Bank, as well as by 

the Brazilian Minister of Social Insurance, Luiz Marinho. The conference will provide 

a forum for the first discussion on social and fair globalisation to take place in this 

framework. 

 

The G8 Labour and Employment Ministers Conference is to help pave the way 
for the Summit of heads of state and government to be held in Heiligendamm in 
June, and is closely linked to the German EU Council Presidency.
